“International PSC Liver Conference

Liver disease affects 500,000 people in the UK alone according to the Chief Medical Officer, Sir Liam Donaldson. On EU basis the figures are alarming but very little is being done by Governments with the exception of NGOs. There is no EU based strategy. One such disease is Primary Sclerosing Cholangitis (PSC) which is a chronic cholestatic liver disease of, as of yet, unknown origin that is progressive in most symptomatic patients, advancing toward cirrhosis and liver failure. Liver transplantation is the only therapeutic option for patients with end stage liver disease resulting from this disorder. Mostly men, aged 17 - 25 and 45 - 60 suffer from this degenerative chronic progressive disease.

The conference key note speaker Professor Roger Williams will examine the clinical course of primary sclerosing cholangitis and other experts will focus on the possible causes of Primary Sclerosing Cholangitis and the effect of the gut in the progression of the disease. Mechanisms of biliary epithelial cell destruction will be explored along with the increased risk of cancer. Treatment protocols of liver transplantation as well as adult bone marrow stem cell in liver disease will be examined and understanding any possible environmental influences.
